GENESIS 1:1

(Read also GENESIS 1.)

In the Bible, Genesis is the book that details the origin of man
and the whole world. It is God who established everything—He is
the Creator, Designer, and, therefore, the Ultimate Authority over
everything. Today, we will look at the wisdom and intent of God
when He created the world out of nothing and man in His image.
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God created the world.

'In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. °The
earth was without form and void, and darkness was over the face
of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the
waters. GENESIS 1:1,2

Before God established the world, the earth was without form
and void. Throughout the first chapter of Genesis, we can see
how God filled the earth with light, land, plants, and different
animals. God created and designed everything, and called it
good. This shows that He is the one who determines what is
good and what is not. In the same way, His Word reveals to us
what is good and what is not. How does knowing this affect
the way you live?

God created man in His image.

26Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our
likeness.
